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Summer Safety
June is National Home Safety Month

It’s summer time and the “living is easy.”” Much
time 1s spent enjoying the outdoors after being cooped
up indoors all winter. Following a few easy steps will
keep you and your family safe while enjoying the great
outdoors.

Prevent Drowning

* Drowning can happen very quickly in any
standing water, such as a swimming pool, a pond
or a ditch.

* A swimming pool should have a fence that goes all
the way around it with a gate that closes by itself.

¢ Adults should keep their eyes on children every
second they are near water; stay close enough to
touch them.

* Only adults can safely take care of children in or
near water; do not ask children to baby-sit
younger children around water.

* Store large buckets upside down so they can not
fill with water.

Prevent Falls

* Install bright lights over all porches and walkways.

* Have handrails on both sides of the stairs.

* Put ladders away after using them. Store ladders
on their side in a shed or garage so children
cannot climb on them.

* Keep stairs clear of things that someone could
trip over.

* Fix broken or chipped steps and walkways as
soon as possible.

* If you have young children, use a safety gate to
prevent falls from porches or decks.

* Cover the ground under playground equipment
with a thick layer (9-12 inches) of mulch, wood
chips or other safety material.

Prevent Poisonin

* Chemicals, fuels (such as gasoline), car fluids
(such as anti-freeze), pesticides (such as bug
killers), and lawn and garden products (such as
fertilizer) are poison.esafetycouncil.org

* Close the lid on all dangerous products and put
them away after using them.

* Store them in a safe place with a lock.

¢ Store them where children cannot see or touch
them.

* Know to call 1-800-222-1222 if someone ingests
poison.

* Keep the number by every phone.

Prevent Burn Injuries

* Use gasoline only as a fuel for motors.

* Store gasoline in a container designed just for
gasoline in a shed or garage with a lock.

* Gasoline can catch fire with only a tiny spark.

* Never bring gasoline indoors, even in small
amounts. Use gasoline only outside. The vapors
(fumes) are very dangerous if brought inside a
building.

* Fill mowers and gasoline-powered tools outside,
before starting the job.

Keep Children Safe

* Keep children indoors while mowing or using
other dangerous outdoor tools.

* Keep children far away from barbecue grills
when cooking.

* All garden equipment and tools should be kept
where children cannot reach them. Store all sharp
tools pointing downward.

Africa Update...
Zulu-Zleh-Zwedru Farm Report

Down on the farms in Liberia things are really
coming along well. Ophelia’s mother, Theresa Zleh,
reports that her farm has been cleared and planted with
cassava, peppers, pineapple and rice. The rains are due
to start any day now. The family is settling in and
happy. We are supporting them with $150 each month
until they are self-sufficient.

Rufus’s father, Robert Zulu, has hired two cocoa
workers in Ivory Coast and they have just returned to
his farm. We sent him $500 for transportation and
immigration papers for them. Before he went the farm
was planted with vegetables, including peppers, bitter
ball, and eggplant. They are now planting corn and
rice. The two workers will need to clear some land
quickly and get some crops in so that they will have
food this fall. Robert is giving them land to farm in lieu
of salary. We have promised to help them with food
money in the meantime.

We will also have to help with purchases of
heavy boots—knee high to protect against snakes in the
bush—and mattresses to sleep on. When they get their
land planted they will start on the cocoa project.

As you see, the needs continue. Your continuing
help is appreciated through the green OPen Your
HBHI‘TZ?E envelopes on the table in the left corner of
the narthex.
